Cill Mhuirbhigh beach is located on the mid-north coast of Inis
Moér, the largest of the three Aran Islands.

A Special Grassland

Machair is species-rich, coastal grassland found along the
west coast of Ireland and Scotland. It can be found behind the
beach at Cill Mhuirbhigh. The machair grasslands of the Aran
Islands are home to several rare plant species. Purple milk
vetch grows on machair on Inis Mér and Inis Meain and is
legally protected under the Flora (Protection) Order (1999).
Sea kale, hairy violet and bee orchid all inhabit the coastal
grasslands around Inis Mér. All three species are listed in the
Irish Red Data Book and hairy violet is legally protected under
the Flora (Protection) Order (1999).

Talamh Féaraigh ar leith

Is talamh féaraigh costa ar mhoran speiceas ataigceist leis an
machaire mara, a fhaightear ar chéstai thiar na hEireann agus
na hAlban. Ta sé le fail laistiar den tra i gCill Mhuirbhigh.
Fasann roinnt speiceas neamhchoitianta ar mhachairi mara
Oilean Arann. Fasann an bleachtphisean ar mhachairi mara

Inis Mér agus Inis Meain agus ta cosaint dhlithitil aige faoin
Flora Protection Order (1999). Fasann an phraiseach thra, an
tsailchuach ghiobach agus magairlin na mbeach ar an talamh
féaraigh ar chdsta Inis Mor. Ta na tri speiceas liostaithe i
Leabhar Dearg Sonrai na hEireann agus ta an tsailchuach
ghiobach faoi chosaint dhlithitil faoin Flora Protection Order
(1999).

The Sandy'Shore

Cill Mhuirbhigh beach consists of a sheltered sandy shore with
rocky shore at both its western and eastern extremities. Link
frond, a green seaweed, occurs in the mid central lower shore.
Closer to the rocky shore to the west, the sandcasts of
burrowing worms, which provide a rich feeding ground for
wading birds, can be found.

An'Tra'Ghainimh

Is tra ghainimh fhoscuil ata i dtra Chill Mhuirbhigh agus ta
cladai ar na himill thiar agus thoir. Bionn an glasan, feamainn
ghlas, le faililar na tra iochtair. Bionn lorg péisteanna tochailte
le feiceail gar don chladach thiar agus is achar saibhir
beathaithe ata ann do lapairi.

The Rocky Shore

The rocky shore exhibits typical zonation patterns. In the
splash zone, Xanthoria lichen occurs above the black tar
lichen. On the upper shore channelled wrack mainly occurs
above twisted wrack. Middle shore communities include
bladder wrack, limpets and periwinkles. On the lower shore,
red algae grow alongside green seaweeds including sea
lettuce and the brown toothed wrack.

An'Cladach

Léiritear patruin chriosuchain thiopula ar an gcladach. Sa
chrios steancala bionn an Iéicean Xanthoria nios faide thuas
na an léicean dubh tarra. Ar an gcladach uachtair bionn an
chaisineach taobh thuas den chasfheamainn de ghnath. |
measc na bpobal i lar an chladaigh bionn an fheamainn
bhoilgineach, an bairneach agus an fhaocha. In iochtar
cladaigh fasann feamainn dhearg taobh le feamainni glasa,
leithéidi an glasan, agus leis an mioranach.

Birdlife

The birdlife of Inis Mér is of international significance, due to
the presence of significant numbers of bird species listed
under Annex | of the European Birds Directive. Chough, little
tern, artic tern and peregrine falcon all breed here. Additional
bird species on Inis Mér include merlin, kestrel, sparrowhawk,
linnet and goldfinch. Along the south-western coastline, cliffs
provide excellent nesting sites for guillemot, fulmar, razorbill,
shag, herring gull, great black-backed gull and kittiwake.

Beathra Ean

Ta tabhacht idirnaisiunta leis an mbeathra éan ar Inis Moér, de
bharr lion suntasach de speiceas ata liostaithe faoi
larscribhinn | de Threoir an Aontais Eorpaigh maidir le hEin a
bheith i lathair. Bionn an cag cosdearg, an gheabhrég bheag,
an gheabhrog artach agus an fabhcun gorm uile ar gor ansin.
Airitear an meirliin, an pocaire gaoithe, an spiorég, an
ghleoiseach agus an lasair choille i measc na speiceas éan
eile ata ar Inis Mér. Ar an gcésta theas, ta laithreacha
neadaithe den scoth ar na haillte le haghaidh na bhforachan,
na bhfulmairi, na gcrosan, na seagai, na bhfaoilean scadan,
na ndroimneach mér agus na saidhbhéar.
