• Proposals for a longer-term project leading to the 6th must be made in advance of 
applying for funding. Contact creativeireland@galwaycoco.ie to discuss 

• Applicants must have insurance to cover their event. Insurance must indemnify Galway 
County Council 

• Reporting and Drawdown must be completed by Wednesday the 24th of June 

• Applications must be submitted via email to creativeireland@galwaycoco.ie by 
Wednesday 25th February 
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
